The major components of a transmission and distribution system typically include transmission
lines, distribution lines, substations, and switchyards.

Transmission lines carry electricity from the generating plant where it is produced, and distribution
lines carry electricity to the houses, offices, and industries where it is used

Course Objective

be followed when entering substations.
